The Bfair2directcare campaign and the 2.9% COLA, as well as more residential options and additional funding for high needs individuals will be some of the main OPWDD legislative issues. Teacher retention funds, tuition increases for providers that match the overall NYS education increases and Interim Plus rates continue to be priorities for the OurKidsAreYourKids campaign. A key initiative for Early Intervention is advocating for a 5% increase across all services, not just Speech, Occupational and Physical Therapy, as the Governor has proposed.
